LETTER FROM THE CHAPTER COMMANDER, JULY 2018

Greetings Patriots, Members, Auxiliaries, and Supporters of Texas Capital Chapter 1919. Our newsletter
staff has been busy with other events this summer, so my letter here is intended to share information
about what events and activities are on our horizon. Some of the items included in this edition of Patriot
Bulletin require members to contact coordinators to sign up for upcoming events.

Commander’s Priorities (Augqust 2018 — July 2019):

1. Improve how we share important and timely information to our members and supporters via Website,
Facebook, Twitter, Mail, and Email.

2. Attract greater participation from our OIF & OEF members in community service activities.
3. Expand our Associate membership by, through and with the assistance of our OIF & OEF members.
4. Expand our Americanism programs and improve our partnering with high school JROTC instructors.

5. Engage with community leaders, county veteran service officers, and other non-profit organizations to
support veteran families within the scope of our mission and resources.

Situation Report - Programs and Projects:

1. Chapter 1876 (Alamo Chapter) has initiated a large fundraiser for a Texas State Monument in San
Antonio honoring Purple Heart Recipients.

2. Texas DEPT Fundraiser Raffle. All MOPH Chapters in TX have been issued raffle tickets for 2019 and
they are on sale now. The drawings begin on January 4™ 2019 — and there will be 52 drawings. One
raffle ticket could win multiple times throughout the year. For details on the items to be raffled off, visit the
Texas DEPT website. Tickets cost $50 each for 2019 drawings (last year's tickets were $100 each).

3. Several Counties, Cities, and Businesses in our Chapter area are requesting to become officially
designated as “Purple Heart Counties, Cities, and Business” — and added to the National Purple Heart
Registry. If you encounter a public organization or business that wants to obtain this prestigious
dedication, contact either Jim Bracken, brackenusmc@yahoo.com or (760) 814-3593, or Carl Rees,
carimrees2@yahoo.com or (713) 677-4666,to discuss and coordinate the way forward.

4. MOPH 1919 has joined a project team that includes Bastrop County Commissioners, Elgin City
Officials, VFW Post 6115, and Boy Scouts to raise money and construct a Purple Heart Monument in
Veteran’s Park in downtown Elgin. On Nov 11" a proclamation will be read that Bastrop County is a
“Purple Heart County,” followed by the “ribbon cutting” ceremony for a Bastrop County “Purple Heart
Highway” sign. Senior Vice Commander, Carl Rees, is POC and representative for this important project.

5. The Georgetown Rotary Club has once again approached MOPH 1919 to be an affiliate for Field of
Honor Georgetown from 4-11 November. This year, MOPH 1919 will host one of the ceremonies — the
designation of Williamson County as a “Purple Heart County”. Junior Vice Commander Allen
Leatherwood is our POC and representative for this important annual event in Georgetown.

6. Our chapter will partner with Combat Veteran Motorcycle Association (CVMA) in Copperas Cove again
this year with Purple Santa at the VFW in Copperas Cove. The initial planning meeting is scheduled for
August 11th.
