Fred Lotd, Sr. Vice Commander: A few years ago | wrote an article on VA disabilities because many Patriots would
ask me “I have four ratings of 10 percent each but |
because you do not understand VA math. In other words you cannot add up all your disability ratings and get your total
rating. The VA takes into consideration the efficiency of your body. We all start out with a 100 percent efficient body,
probably before we joined the military. Thus, if you had one rating of 10 percent than you would have a 10 percent dis-
ability rating—that was easy. Now you may have another condition with a 30 percent rating thus you cannot add that to
your 10 percent rating because your body is not 100 percent efficient but now only 90 percent efficient therefore you must
now start with 90 percent. | know this could be confusing but the VA has established a table which can be found at the
VA web site. This web site goes to the Electronic Code of Federal Regulations. Go to title 38, chapter 1, part 4, and para-
graph 4.25 which shows the combined ratings table. This table is actually very easy to use. | would like to also point out
the only time you add two ratings together is called the bilateral factor i.e. two legs, arms, or hands etc. For example a
total knee replacement is 30 percent and if both knees are replaced than you would add both 30 percent to total 60 percent.

Patriot EDSELL H. LONG, an Army WWII veteran, died November 8, 2014 at age 89. He joined the
Army in February 1944. He served in France and was assigned to Company B, 11" Infantry Regiment,
5" Infantry Division. He was wounded near Frankfurt, Germany on December 6, 1945 and medically
evacuated to England. Just after Christmas a call came for hospital patients who could walk to volunteer
to return to their units to replace casualties lost in the Battle of the Bulge. Edsell volunteered, was
quickly returned back to Company B,. He was discharged in 1946, then re-enlisted in 1948. In the Ko-
rean War he served in the 25" Infantry Division and he remained in the Army until retirement in 1966.
Patriot Edsell Long has been a life member of the Military Order of the Purple Heart since shortly after
Chapter 1919 was chartered..
