The City of Austin, which for many years has extended free parking privileges at Austin-Bergstrom International 
Airport for veterans with vehicles bearing Purple Heart (or certain other) license plates, modified those rules at 
ABIA, effective since November 1st.  The most important change for PH plates is a new five-day limitation on free 
garage parking. A complete and more precise wording of the current rules, next following, is confirmed by the ABIA 
parking operation staff. 
 

Complimentary Parking: 
 

 Vehicles displaying the following plates with disabled veteran (DV) or without disabled veteran (DV) designation 
may receive up to five (5) days complimentary parking in the garage.  Any day(s) beyond the five (5) will be 
charged at regular pricing. 

 The City of Austin, which for many years has extended free parking privileges at Austin-Bergstrom International 
Airport for veterans with vehicles bearing Purple Heart (or certain other) license plates, modified those rules at 
ABIA, effective since November 1st.  The most important change for PH plates is a new five-day limitation on free 
garage parking. A complete and more precise wording of the current rules, next following, is confirmed by the ABIA 
parking operation staff.

All other recognized meritorious plates and disabled veteran (DV) will receive complimentary parking in the surface 
lots only.  Should you or others require additional assistance while utilizing the surface lots at ABIA, please do not 
hesitate to contact the parking operation at 512.530.3300.  Staff is available for assistance 24 hours a day. 

Please note: Complimentary Parking for disabled veterans is not applicable to Valet Parking Services, Hourly Park-
ing Services on the garage or surface lots where fee collection is automated. The eligible license plate must be on the 
vehicle exiting the parking operation to receive complimentary parking.  Vehicles occupying more than one space 
will be charged the daily maximum for each space used.
