When George Washington created America’s first military decoration, now known as the Purple Heart,

and opened it to all ranks, officer and enlisted alike—he wrote, “THE ROAD TO GLORY IN A PATRIOT
ARMY IS THUS OPEN TO ALL.” Today, members proudly address fellow members with the single title,
“Patriot,” and in conformance with the By-Laws of the Order, we continue “keeping alive the memory of
our country’s founding fathers; ever cherishing the memory of General George Washington.” Chapter 1919
does this by celebrating with a dinner party downtown in the Austin Club, the oldest private club in the city.

The Austin Club is in a historic building, originally the Millett Opera House, built in 1878. John Philip
Sousa, William Jennings Bryan, Lilly Langtry, and Edwin Booth appeared here to packed houses. This
club plays an awesome part in local history—and you want to enjoy the experience. Our dinner will be

in the Medallion Room, on the 2nd floor (the building is 19th century but conveniently has an elevator

to accommodate those who need to avoid the stairway).

Attire: The Austin Club specifies only that “ladies and gentlemen shall dress appropriately.” In the evening,
coat and tie is recommended for gentlemen. Chapter 1919’s previous dinner party experience has been that
a few of our members prefer to wear their military dress uniform or civilian formal attire, but most choose
informal, coat and tie.

Combat Related Special Compensation or CRSC is a Department of Defense (DOD) program created by
Congress in Dec 2002 that restores military pay to eligible retired veterans with combat injuries. The
website www.hrc.army.mil/TAGD/CRSC Is an excellent website that explains the program in detail.

Do not be concerned that the website is an Army website, the information is for all services. Basically this
program is designed for retired military veterans and also for military veterans that were retired under
medical conditions or Chapter 61 retirees (military personnel that served at least 1 year but not more than
19 I¥ears). This program is not to be confused with the Concurrent Retirement and Disability Program
(CRDP). You cannot receive both CRSC and CRDP at the same time; %/ou must make a choice depending
upon your particular financial situation. Another point to remember is the VA determines if your injury is
service connected but cY’our military service determines if your injury is combat related. To download the

form to apply for CRSC please go to the above website and click theé form link. You will find several links
that will help You to determine your eligibly and also helpful hints on f|II|ng_|_out the form. The most impor-

Forces WWII veteran died January 14, 2014, aged 93
years. Bill was born in Greer, South Carolina in 1920. He
initially enlisted in the Army in 1938 and served in Panama
assigned to the 4th Coastal Artillery. In 1940 he reenlisted
for the Air Co?s and attended flight school, aircraft
mechanics, and glider training courses. In 1944 he was
commissioned as a Flight Officer serving as a glider :
instructor at Bergstrom Army Air Field in Austin, Texas, when he
received orders to shlg to Europe. He was assigned to the 81st Troop
Carrier Squadron, 436th Troop Carrier Gro_uOP, th Air Force in
England and he arrived in time to pilot a glider on Operation Market
Garden, where he safely flew 101st Airborne Division soldiers to
Eindhoven. He was wounded March 24, 1945 when his glider was

hit by 20mm groundfire near Wesel, Germany during the last Airborne
Operation of WWII. Bill retired from the Air Force with 30 years
service. He was a past Commander of the North Texas Chapter of

the WWII Glider Pilots Association. Survived by wife, Patsy.
