MOPH Scholarships:  Take this as your last minute reminder that the deadline for applications for 2016 
scholarships is 5PM, January 22, 2016 at National Headquarters.  The application packet is available on-
line at www.purpleheart.org. Find “programs” on the homepage and select “scholarships” from the pull-
down.  There may still be time but you will be rushed to complete it in time if you are not already working 
on a packet.  Approximately 80 scholarships are awarded each year and each recipient receives $3,000.00 
payable in semester increments of $1,500.00.  Applicants must be Purple Heart recipient MOPH members, 
spouses or widows/widowers of members, or children or grandchildren (lineal, adopted or step) of mem-
bers. 

 Military Funeral Honors: Since Fiscal Year 2000, the National Defense Appropriations Act has provided 
for the rendering of Military Funeral Honors, a statutory entitlement.  Military Funeral Honors are the cere-
monial paying of respect and the final demonstration of the country’s gratitude to those who, in times of 
war and peace, have faithfully defended our nation.   
The Military Funeral Honors ceremony consists of, at minimum, the folding and presentation of the Ameri-
can flag and the sounding of Taps by a detail of two uniformed members of the Armed Forces of the United 
States.  At least one of the detail’s members shall be from the parent service of the beneficiary. 

Eligible beneficiaries are active duty members, retired service members, veterans (as defined by 38 USC 
101(2) including 3.7, Title 38, Code of Federal Regulations), and deceased members and former members 
of the Selected Reserve (using the burial flag criteria in 38 USC 2301). 

The Military Funeral Honors Team: This may vary among the services, but, It is Department of the Ar-
my policy to provide full Military Funeral Honors for deceased active duty Soldiers, consisting of a 9-
member team serving as; pallbearers, the firing party, for the folding and presentation of the American flag 
to the next of kin, and for the playing of Taps. Resources permitting, Military Funeral Honors for Retired 
Soldiers are the same as for active duty Soldiers.  Local commanders determine the availability of their re-
sources and the composition of the burial honor details. 

The Firing Party: An Army firing party (in accordance with Field Manual 3-21.5) may include three to 
eight rifle bearers, reflecting the old military custom of firing “three volleys of musketry” over the graves of 
fallen comrades. It should be recognized that, should the firing party happen to consist of exactly seven ri-
flemen, the firing of three volleys does not constitute a “21-gun salute.” The 21-gun salute is fired in honor 
of the national flag, the sovereign or chief of state of a foreign nation, and the President, former President, 
and President-elect of the United States. The above is excerpted from a recent Army Retirement Services 
publication and can be found at soldierforlife.army.mil/retirement.

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 Patriot JOHN ALVARADO JR., an Army, Korean War veteran, died December 10, 2015. He was born March        
23, 934 in Austin, Texas and, excepting for his three years service in the Army, had been a lifelong resident of   

Austin.  He attended Fulmore Middle School and Austin High School where he excelled in athletics and aca 

demics.  He entered service in the United States Army in May 1952 and after training was immediately shipped  

to Korea and assigned to Company F, 223rd Infantry Regiment, 40th Infantry Division. He was wounded April  

30, 1953 during the fighting for the “Punch Bowl.” He was preceded in death by his wife of 55 years, Josephine  
Bargas Alvarado, and is survived by  their four children and their families including many grandchildren and  

 great grandchildren.  John “Hanky” Alvarado Jr. had been a member of the Military Order of the Purple Heart 

Patriot FRED G. HUDGEONS, an Army, Vietnam veteran, died December 15, 2015.  He was born May 19, 1944 in Gallup, New 
Mexico.  His family later lived in Grants and then moved to Santa Fe from which he joined the Army on November 1, 1961.  He 
served 24 ½ years active duty, serving in Korea Panama, several tours in Germany and 4 ½ years in Vietnam, as well as stations in 
Georgia, Colorado, California, Alaska, Hawaii, Kentucky, and Texas in the United States.  He was a member of the “Wolf Hounds,” 
serving in Company C, 2nd Battalion, 27th Infantry, 25th Infantry Division at Cu Chi, when wounded February 2, 1966.  He is sur-
vived by: his wife, Laurie Anne Hudgeons of Cedar Park, Texas; his mother, Estelle Wilma Hudgeons of Austin; brothers, Howard 
Denton Hudgeons and Leslie Curtis Hudgeons and their wives and families; and by his daughter from his marriage with Laurie 
Anne: Megan Desire and husband Mark Collins. Children from his first marriage: Eric Fred Hudgeons and his family of Bastrop, 
Texas; Debbie and her husband Michael Ray Lambert and their family of Salinas, California; also by many nieces and nephews and 
their families.  Fred had been a life member of the Military Order of the Purple Heart for twelve years at the time of his death and 
was a past commander of Chapter 1919.

On June 15th of last year, my life, along with my family, changed forever. Taking part in the Mustang Mentor 
program started the day I picked my Wild Mustang in Paul’s Valley, Oklahoma. Once in Paul’s Valley me and 
the other two Mentors were allowed about twenty minutes to pick out a Mustang out of around 70 horses. I 
happened to choose a three-year-old, all black gelding, born in the wild, in Muskrat Basin, Wyoming. Going 
into the program I had no experience about training a horse but I was told by the end of the program, which 
was three days a week for 8 weeks. That the horse would be able to be handled, loaded in trailers, and led by a 
led line. Which I was surprise that within 14 training sessions I was riding Thunder. Once completed the pro-
gram along with the other two Mentors we were certify to become Trainers for the Trainer Incentive Program 
the Mustang Heritage Foundation has. We were the first class that was able to keep the Mustangs from the 
very beginning. I brought mine home to FT. Hood and is the only Mustangs on post. Since bringing him home 
I have allowed my children to help me take care of him and continue the training. Which I have noticed that 
their grades have improved in school and have more confidence. I would greatly recommend this program for 
any of our members. Even if you cannot keep the Mustang you still can go through the program.
