Patriot WILLIAM S. LIVINGSTON, an Army WWII vet-

eran, died August 15, 2013, at age 93.  He was born in Ironton, 

Ohio in 1920.  He had earned Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees 

from Ohio State University before entering active duty from 

Columbus, Ohio on July 8, 1943. He was assigned to Head-

quarters, Division Artillery, 99th Infantry Division when 

wounded in Germany on February 5, 1945 and he was dis-

charged at Nichols General Hospital in Louisville, Kentucky 

on Christmas Eve, 1945. In 1949, he graduated from Yale University with     

a Ph.D. and then joined the faculty of the University of Texas at Austin.     

He retired from UT 58 years later (2007), after having served variously as      

Professor of  Government, Dean of Graduate Studies, Chairman of the      

Government Department, Vice Chancellor for Academic Programs of the 

University of Texas System, Vice President and as Acting President of the   

University. Among his many activities, he helped create the “Normandy 

Scholars” program.  He received many honors during his tenure and he was 

well known and admired by generations of the students. 
 

Patriot THOMAS W. MATTHEWS, an Army Air Forces 

WWII veteran died July 15, 2013, aged 90 years.  He was born 

in Luling, Texas, graduated from Luling High School in 1939, 

and entered active duty in March 1942 upon being accepted 

for Aviation Cadet Training. As a Mitchell Bomber pilot in the 

321st Bomb Group (subject of the movie “Catch 22”), he was 

awarded the Distinguished Flying Cross after a mission in 

1944 when, although wounded himself,  he safely crash-

landed his bomb-laden and badly shot-up plane, in order to 

save the life of another wounded crewman. After WWII, Tom 

went to Texas A&M and using his G.I. Bill benefits graduated 

as a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine in 1951.  He returned 

home to Luling and opened for business as a Veterinarian.   

After a long career he officially retired in 1987, but because he 

didn’t move away he continued to be called upon to serve his 

many long-time customers.  He had been a MOPH member 

since joining in the early days of Chapter 1919, and he was a 

recent participant in “Honor Flight Austin.”  
 

Patriot HERMAN E. MOLEN, an Army Air Forces WWII 

veteran, died recently at age 89.  Herman was born in Merit, 

Texas and he had graduated from High School there and was 

attending Decatur Baptist College when WWII began.  He 

served in the 305th Bomb Group in Europe and his 364th 

Bomb Squadron B-17 was one of the 60 planes shot down in 

the famous Schweinfurt Raid on October 14, 1943.  He spent 

the remainder of the war as a POW in Stalag XVII in Krems,  

Austria.  Post-war he was an active member of the Ex-Prisoners of War and 

was a Past National Commander of that veterans organization.  Herman was 

proud of having an underground home near Mabank, Texas and insisted that 

we include “Mole-In-Hole Ranch” as part of his mailing address.
